REGULAR BOARD MEETING

JUNE 18, 2007

The Ponca Board of Education held their regular meeting on Monday, June 18, 2007, at 7:30 P.M. in the elementary library.  Members present were John Gill, Richard Dohma, Doug Rickett, Gary Smith, Phil Kramper, and Kenton Book.  Absent:  none. Others present were Supt. William Thompson, Prin. Michelle, Rinas, Prin. Bob Hayes, Diane Neill, Sec. and approx. 15 visitors.

The agenda was approved as presented on a motion by Rickett, second by Smith.  M.C.U.

The consent agenda was approved on a motion by Rickett, second by Book.  M.C.U.  Included in the consent agenda is as follows: May 21, 2007 minutes; Treasurer’s report balance of $704,445.56(P) and $93.10 (J), Hot Lunch balance, $48.45(P) and $2,198.38(J), Activity Fund balance, $35,779.12(P) and $5,453.72(J), April claims $47,590.72, Building Fund claims, $175.29; Offer contract for 2007-08 to Daniel Fritza as Science teacher.

The building use rental policy was discussed.   A motion was made by Book, second by Rickett, to charge $25/$25 for the commons/kitchen at Jackson for patrons in the district, $75 for use of either Ponca or Jackson gym, or $175 for either Ponca or Jackson gym and kitchen.  There will be no rental to out-of-district patrons unless request is made to the Board of Education. M.C.U.

Wendy Masin, representing the advisory committee regarding the elementary grading patterns for Ponca/Jackson, discussed three meetings recently held.  The concensus of the committee was to transfer 5th/6th graders from Jackson to Ponca School for 2007-08.  By February 1, 2008, the committee will provide further recommendations for use of the Jackson facility in 2008-09.  A motion was made by Rickett, second by Gill, to approve the recommendation of the committee.  M.C.U.

Recognition was given to the those students who competed in spring activities consisting of conference honor band, USD jazz festival, district music contest, senior music awards, boys track, boys golf, all-star basketball team, and the Nebraska coaches all-star basketball team.

Prin. Rinas reviewed the graduate survey of the Class of 2002.    

Prin. Rinas and Bob Hayes, A.D., discussed the extra-curricular activities guidelines policy. 

Changes regarding ineligible students were reviewed.  The main change would be that ineligibility would be changed from one year to 90 calendar days for second offenses. The student would participate in practices, attend competitions or performances, but not participate, and not wear the team uniform or group attire.  A motion was made by Rickett, second by Kramper to approve the policy changes as presented.  M.C.U.

The contract for special education psychological services with Michael Nesbit for 2007-08 at $2,000/year, was approved on a motion by Kramper, second by Smith.  M.C.U.

At 8:55 P.M. an executive session was called for the prevention of needless injury to the reputation of individuals. The executive session was declared over at 9:35 P.M.  

 A motion was made by Book, second by Smith, to set the business manager’s salary for 2007-08 at $27,500 plus benefits.  M.C.U.

A motion was made by Rickett, second by Kramper, to offer the Superintendent a one-year contract for 2007-08 and set the salary at $100,000 plus benefits.  M.C.U.

There being no further business, a motion was made Kramper, second by Smith, to adjourn the meeting at 9:40 P.M.  M.C.U.
